UCT	Law	signs	MoU	with	Notre	Dame	Law	School

On	Weds	24	April	2024,	the	Faculty	held	a

formal	signing	ceremony	for	its	new

Memorandum	of	Understanding	with	Notre

Dame	Law	School.	The	Dean	of	Notre

Dame	University’	Law	School,	Dean	G.

Marcus	Cole,	decided	to	partner	with	UCT

Law	out	of	many	international	Law	school

options	that	were	presented	to	him	as

possible	partners.	This	wide-reaching	and

historic	MoU	builds	on	a	long	tradition	of

engagement	between	the	two	Law

Schools,	which	started	with	Notre	Dame

Law	School	supporting	the	anti-apartheid

struggle	in	South	African	through

provision	of	LLM-level	Human	Rights	Law

education	to	South	African	lawyers	who

returned	to	South	Africa	to	contribute	to

and	play	a	key	role	in	the	struggle.

Business	&	Human	Rights	in	Africa	|	Conference

The	first	partnership	initiative	under	this	new	MoU	was	the	Business	&	Human	Rights

in	Africa	conference	co-hosted	by	UCT	Law	and	Notre	Dame	Law	School	(who	provided

generous	funding	support	to	ensure	that	participants	from	across	the	globe	could

attend	and	participate),	partnering	with	the	Business	&	Human	Rights	Journal	and	the

University	of	Saskatchewan.	Held	from	24	-26	April,	this	conference	was	focused	on

discussion	of	papers	for	a	forthcoming	special	issue	of	the	Business	&	Human	Rights

Journal.

The	conference	included	an	opening	dinner	event,	which	also	celebrated	the	signing	of

the	MoU,	and	was	concluded	with	a	multi-stop	Peninsula	Tour	on	Saturday	27	April.

Law	PASS	Forum	|	First	meeting

The	Law	Pass	Forum	met	for	the	first	time	on	Friday	19	April.	Attended	by	14

members	of	staff,	the	Forum	held	a	fruitful	discussion	recognising	the	extent	to	which

the	“PASS”	label	groups	together	a	wide	range	of	job	types	and	payclasses.	The

Forum	discussed	immediate	challenges,	proposed	possible	solutions,	and	suggested

ways	of	building	a	greater	sense	of	teamwork	and	collaboration	amongst	the	PASS

staff	across	categories.	Amongst	other	initiatives,	it	was	resolved	that:

The	Forum	should	meet	quarterly,	before	the	Faculty	Board	meetings,	to	be	able

to	contribute	agenda	items/	proposals	at	Board	(for	2024,	this	would	be	June

for	the	next	meeting;	August	–	Board	is	on	21	August;	October	–	Board	is	on	16

11.30	partly	to	spend	productive	time	together,	and	partly	to	use	the

opportunity	for	units	to	introduce	themselves	and	their	work

This	competition	was	ultimately	settled	by

a	UCT–Wits	final.	The	bench	for	the	final

was	composed	of	10	'justices',	headed	by

Thuli	Madonsela	and	including	prominent

advocates,	former	judges,	and	academics.

It	was	a	special	experience	for	the	teams,

and	the	hard	work	put	in	through	the	long

hours	of	practice	with	the	teams	certainly

paid	off.	In	the	top	six	best	speaker

Prof	Francois	du	Toit

recently	participated	in	the	Equitable

Research	Partnerships	Summit,	held	at	the

University	of	Southampton	in	the	UK,	from

15-19	April	2024.	The	Summit	was

themed	around	establishing	equitable

research	partnerships,	especially

between	the	global	North	and	South.	Day

1	focused	on	the	context	of	North-South

research	partnerships;	Day	2	on	the

processes	of	establishing	equitable

partnerships	between	research

institutions	in	the	global	North	and	South;

Day	3	on	the	role	people	-	especially

research	leaders	-	play	in	fostering

equitable	research	partnerships;	and	Day

4	on	how	equitable	partnerships	enhance

sustainable	research.	Day	5	was	used	to

review	the	deliberations	and	plot	a	way

forward.	Francois	presented	on	Day	3,

providing	a	South	African	perspective	on

strengthening	partnerships	through

research	leadership.		The	Summit	was

attended	by	colleagues	from	the

University	of	Southampton	as	well	as

colleagues	from	the	following	other

African	institutions:	Kwame	Nkrumah

University	of	Science	and	Technology

(Ghana);	Masinde	Muliro	University	of

Science	and	Technology	(Kenya);	Nelson

Mandela	University	(South	Africa);	and	the

University	of	Ghana.

Public	Law’s	Global	Risk	Governance

Programme	(GRGP)	recently	hosted

Janine	Heim,	a	PhD	researcher	from

Maastricht	University’s	Department	of

Criminal	Law	and	Criminology.	Janine’s

ongoing	PhD	project	focuses	on	the

international	trade	of	Bitis,	a	species	of

venomous	vipers.	Having	completed	the

European	phase	of	her	research,	Heim	is

currently	working	under	the	guidance	of

co-supervisor	Dr	Annette	Hübschle

(GRGP),	studying	the	African	side	of	the

trade.	Heim's	methodology	involves	a

"zooming-in,	zooming-out"	strategy,	which

aids	in	reconstructing	the	Bitis	trade	path

and	examining	any	security	vulnerabilities.

During	her	stay,	she	focused	on	studying

practitioners	of	the	Bitis	trade	in	South

Africa	through	attending	animal	expos	and

conducting	interviews	with	key

stakeholders.	

ENGAGED	SCHOLARSHIP

Serving	on	the	South	African	Human	Rights	Commission

Dr	Lufuno	Sadiki	has	been	asked	to	serve	as	a	member	of	the	South	African	Human

Rights	Commission’s	Section	11	committee	on	the	National	Question	and	Anti-racism.	

The	SAHRC	is	a	Chapter	9	institution	established	in	terms	of	section	181(1)(b)	of	the

Constitution,	to	strengthen	constitutional	democracy	in	the	Republic	of	South	Africa.

The	Commission	was	established	to	promote	respect	for	human	rights;	to	promote	the

protection,	development	and	attainment	of	human	rights;	and	to	monitor	and	assess

the	observance	of	human	rights	in	the	Republic,	per	section	184(1)	of	the	Constitution.

	

Serving	on	the	committee	offers	members	a	platform	to	make	a	meaningful	impact	on

human	rights	issues	in	South	Africa	and	uphold	the	dignity	and	rights	of	all	citizens.		

	

Lufuno	explains	that	she	“will	be	tasked	with,	inter	alia,	advising	the	Commission	on

issues	of	national	importance,	including	but	not	limited	to,	land,	nationalism,	and	anti-

racism	initiatives;	and	determining	interventions	the	Commission	should	adopt	to

change	legislation,	policy	and/or	the	national	narrative”	and	that,	in	addition,	she	has

been	tasked	with	contributing	to	the	Section	11	Committee	with	a	focus	on

'decolonising	the	criminal	justice	system’.	This	role	entails	critically	examining	the

existing	structures	and	practices	within	the	criminal	justice	system	to	propose	reforms

that	align	with	principles	of	justice,	equality,	and	human	rights.

Lufuno,	who	will	serve	for	a	period	of	12	months,	takes	up	this	role	with	fellow

Commissioners	Felicity	Harrison	(Institute	for	Justice	and	Reconciliation),	Victoria	Collis-

Buthelezi	(University	of	Johannesburg’s	Centre	for	the	Study	of	Race,	Gender	and

Class),	Christi	van	der	Westhuizen	(Research	Programme	at	the	Centre	for	the

Advancement	of	Non-Racialism	and	Democracy	(CANRAD),	Nelson	Mandela	University),

Mmatshilo	Motsei	(Afrika	Ikalafe	Pluriversity),	Kneo	Makgopa	(Nelson	Mandela

Foundation),	Zulaikha	Patel	(Dare	to	Change),	Mazibuko	Jara	(Zabalaza	Pathways

Institute),	Charmika	Samaradiwakera	Wijesundara	(Witwatersrand	University),	and

Sanele	Sibanda	(University	of	Pretoria).
