Tales	of	a	Reading	Table

It	is	not	often	that	an	inanimate	object	is	reported	on	in	the	Faculty	Fortnight	–	or	has

the	potential	to	become	something	of	a	Faculty	mascot.

But	when	Criminology	announced	that	there	was	furniture	up	for	grabs	due	to	the

refurbishment	of	the	Criminology	space	on	Level	6,	the	old	reading	table	that	served

as	the	lecturer’s	"podium"	was	spotted	by	Prof	Johann	Hattingh.	Identified	as

carrying	quite	a	bit	of	Faculty	history,	most	likely	originating	from	the	Law	Library,	made

of	oak,	and	probably	from	the	1940s,	Johann	saw	fit	to	rescue	to	table	and	pay	it

some	well-deserved	attention.

Removing	the	table	to	his	office,	Johann	gave	the	table	a	solid	once-over,	assessing

for	sturdiness	and	possible	damage,	and	then	set	about	doing	what	needed	to	be

done	with	old	wood	–	starting	with	applying	two	layers	of	Burmese	teak	oil	to	the

wood,	and	leather	oil	to	the	inlay.	After	a	few	more	teak	oil	treatments.	Johann	applied

a	bees	wax	mixture,	transforming	what	had	looked	like	a	sad,	unwanted	table	into	a

piece	of	furniture	that	carries	its	academic	history	proudly.	Johann	said	of	the

photographs	he	shared	“You	will	see	I	crowned	the	table	with	an	ostrich	egg	as	a	symbol

of	a	new	life.”

Maria	Antonia	Tigre,	Director	of	Global	Climate	Change	Litigation,	Sabin	Centre,

Columbia	Law	School,	in	the	Journal	of	Human	Rights	Practice	(an	Oxford	University

Press	publication),	which	was	officially	published	on	28	May	2024	in	Volume	16,	Issue

1.	The	collection	is	titled	Developments,	Opportunities	and	Complexities	in	Global	South

Climate	Litigation.

It	is	part	of	a	broader	project	led	by	Murchott	and	Tigre	since	2021	with	the	Global

Network	for	the	Study	of	Human	Rights	and	the	Environment	that	seeks	to	highlight

advancements	in,	and	obstacles	to,	climate	litigation	in	the	Global	South	from	the

perspectives	of	scholars	and	practitioners	in	the	Global	South.	A	key	goal	was	to

amplify	the	voices	of	and	build	community	among,	Global	South	scholars	in	the	field	of

climate	change.	Aligned	with	this	goal,	the	collection	comprises	16	papers	by	scholars

from	Africa,	Latin	America,	and	Asia	on	various	topics	relating	to	climate	litigation	in	the

region.	In	addition	to	guest	editing	these	papers,	Assoc	Prof	Murcott	co-authored	the

introduction	of	the	collection	and	an	article	titled	The	Judge-Made	'Duty'	to	Consider

Climate	Change	in	South	Africa.

The	special	collection	will	be	launched	at	the	International	Union	for	the	Conservation	of

Nature	Academy	of	Environmental	Law	Colloquium	in	July	2024.

Customary	Law	of	Succession

Assoc	Prof	Fatima	Osman	has	recently

had	published	a	chapter	titled	The

Communal	Nature	of	the	South	African

Customary	Law	of	Succession:

Developments	in	the	21st	Century	in	the

book	titled	Reimagining	Legal	Pluralism	in

Africa.

According	to	the	chapter	abstract,	this

chapter	examines	the	evolution	of	the

communal	nature	of	succession	through	a

case	study	conducted	in	a	rural	village	in

South	Africa.	It	draws	on	findings	from	a

range	of	interviews	with	members	of	the

community,	traditional	leaders,	and	state

officials	responsible	for	the	administration

of	estates.	The	case	study	reveals	an

entrenchment	of	the	pre-constitutional

position,	which	prioritised	the

individualised	acquisition	of	assets	rather

than	traditional	notions	that	focussed	on

succession	to	the	position	of	household

head.

The	'minimum	core'	approach	to	the	right	to	basic	education

Nurina	Ally	(Department	of	Public	Law)

has	co-authored	an	article	for	the	African

Human	Rights	Law	Journal	titled

‘Lessons	from	the	“minimum	core”

approach	to	the	right	to	basic	education

in	South	Africa’.	While	the	Constitutional

Court	is	generally	viewed	as	having

rejected	a	minimum	core	approach,	the

authors	argue	that	the	position	in	relation

to	the	right	to	basic	education	has	been

much	less	clearcut.	South	African	courts

have	never	expressly	disowned	a

minimum	core	approach	to	basic

education.	In	fact,	there	is	also	a	line	of

case	law	in	which	the	right	to	basic

education	has	been	given	minimum

content.	It	is	suggested	that	lessons	may

be	drawn	from	this	‘minimum	core’	type

approach	in	respect	of	other	immediately

and	progressively	realisable	socio-

economic	rights.	The	article	is	available

ENGAGED	SCHOLARSHIP

The	University	of	Cape	Town	Refugee	Rights	Unit	(RRU)	was	successful	in	its	appeal

application	to	the	Supreme	Court	of	Appeal	regarding	Sur	Place	refugee	claims.	After

five	long	years,	starting	in	the	Western	Cape	High	Court,	Attorney	Monique	Schoeman

and	Advocate	David	Simonsz	(UCT	alum)	have	tirelessly	devoted	their	efforts	in

support	of	the	RRU's	clients’	rights	to	seek	refuge	in	South	Africa.

	

The	concept	of	a	refugee	sur	place	is

expressly	recognised	by	the	United

Nations	High	Commissioner	for	Refugees

(UNHCR).	A	simple	understanding	of	the

term	is	“a	person	who	was	not	a	refugee

when	they	left	their	country,	but	who

becomes	a	refugee	at	a	later	date,	is	called	a

refugee	‘sur	place’".	A	person	becomes	a

refugee	“sur	place”	due	to	circumstances

arising	or	changing	in	their	country	of

origin	during	their	absence.

Says	Director	Prof.	Fatima	Khan"

Until	this	judgment,	South	Africa	had	not	yet	developed	a	significant	jurisprudence	on	sur

place	refugee	claims.	In	previous	cases,	the	Constitutional	Court	had	only	made	a	passing

reference	to	the	issue.	The	case	brought	before	the	Supreme	Court	of	Appeal	by	the	

Refugee	Clinic	was	the	first	to	directly	assert	a	Sur	Place	claim.	This	case	has	advanced

the	jurisprudence	of	refugee	law	in	South	Africa	and	brought	domestic	law	in	line	with

international	standards.

This	is	a	victory	for	all	sur	place	refugees	living	in	South	Africa,	and	a	welcomed

decision	which	highlights	the	principles	enshrined	in	our	Constitution.	Congratulations

to	the	Refugee	Rights	Unit,	and	to	Monique	Schoeman.

Nurina	Ally,	working	with	the	Real	Reform

for	 ECD	 Campaign,	 has	 contributed	 to

submissions	 on	 the	 draft	 Children’s

Amendment	Bill,	2024.	 The	Bill	 introduces

substantial	amendments	in	relation	to	the

regulation	 of	 Early	 Childhood

Development.	 Since	 2021,	 Nurina	 has

contributed	 to	 ongoing	 discussions	 with

the	 Department	 of	 Basic	 Education	 and

other	 stakeholders	 on	 the	 need	 for	 law

reform	 in	 the	 sector,	 culminating	 in	 the

draft	amendments.	Her	published	work	on

regulatory	reform	has	also	contributed	to

proposed	amendments	to	ECD	health	and

safety	regulations.

The	Land	&	Accountability	Research	Centre	(LARC)	was	involved	in	a

commemoration	hosted	by	the	Nkuzi	Development	Association,	marking	111	years

since	the	passing	of	the	Native	Land	Act	on	June	19,	1913.	Nkuzi	Development

Association	NPC	was	founded	in	1997	to	respond	to	an	urgent	need	to	assist

'communities	within	the	Makhado	area	to	lodge	land	claims	after	the	introduction	of

the	Restitution	of	Land	Rights	Act	No.	22	of	1994.'	At	that	time,	the	offices	of	the	Land

Claims	Commission	were	only	in	Pretoria.

Nkuzi	assisted	in	completing	claims	forms,	facilitating	land	claims	committees,	and

documenting	supporting	evidence	for	the	land	claims.	The	communities	and	groups	of

claimants	were	supported	to	ensure	they	met	the	December	31,	1998,	deadline	for

lodging	land	claims.

The	commemoration	through	a	night	vigil	and	protest	action	was	a	key	action	point	for

grassroots	organizations	and	those	affected	by	land	injustices	in	the	land	sector	to

voice	their	frustrations	and	concerns	regarding	the	direction	of	land	and	agrarian

reforms	in	South	Africa.

On	June	18,	a	night	vigil	was	hosted	where	a	programme	of	action	was	discussed,	and

two	researchers	from	LARC	had	the	opportunity	to	present	the	latest	updates	on

relevant	land	laws.	On	June	19,	individuals,	communities,	farm	dwellers,	farm	workers,

those	living	on	communal	land,	and	aspiring	farmers	marched	through	the	CBD	of

Polokwane	to	the	Premier	of	Limpopo's	office,	where	they	handed	over	a

memorandum	of	demands	to	the	Department	of	Agriculture,	Rural	Development,	and

Land	Reform,	as	well	as	the	Land	Claims	Commission.	The	memorandum	submitted	by

the	communities	urges	the	department,	among	other	things,	to	enforce	the	two

LAMOSA	judgments	and	prevent	traditional	leaders	from	coercing	people	into	paying

levies	or	abusing	their	authority	in	land-related	matters.	Two	officials	from	the

department	received	the	memorandum	and	have	committed	to	providing	a	response

by	the	first	week	of	July	2024.
