Professor	Geraint	Howells	is	Established	Professor	of	Law	at	the	University	of

Galway,	Ireland,	where	he	was	previously	Executive	Dean	for	Business,	Public	Policy

and	Law.	Prior	to	that	he	was	Professor	of	Commercial	Law	and	Associate	Dean	in

Humanities	for	Internationalisation	at	Manchester	University,	where	he	remains	a

visiting	professor.	He	has	been	Dean	of	Law	at	the	City	University	of	Hong	Kong	and

Head	of	the	Law	Schools	in	Manchester	and	Lancaster.	He	was	called	to	the	bar	in

2002	through	a	special	route	for	distinguished	academics	and	was	awarded	an	LLD	in

2014.	He	has	published	extensively	on	consumer	law,	product	liability	and	European

private	law	and	was	a	member	of	the	Acquis	group	developing	common	principles	of

European	contract	law	and	tort	law	(delict).	A	former	President	of	the	International

Association	of	Consumer	Law,	he	edited	the	Consumer	Law	Journal	for	many	years,	is

on	the	editorial	board	of	the	Journal	of	Consumer	Policy	and	European	Review	of

Private	Law	and	is	Series	Editor	for	Routledge’s	Markets	and	Law	series.	He	has

undertaken	extensive	consultancy	for	government,	the	EU	and	NGOs.	His	extensive

publications	include	many	articles,	chapters	and	some	monographs	on	product	liability,

including	comparative	product	liability	and	product	liability	relating	to	digital	goods.	He

is	highly	regarded	as	a	foremost	scholar	internationally	on	product	liability.

A/Prof	Jameelah	Omar	has	published	a	book	with	Routledge,	titled	The	Structural

Exclusion	of	Rape	Complainants	in	South	Africa’s	Criminal	Justice	System:	Justice	through

Participation,	which	follows	from	her	PhD	work.	The	book	is	focused	on	understanding

the	role	and	status	of	a	rape	complainant	in	the	criminal	process,	within	the	confines

of	South	Africa's	adversarial	criminal	justice	system.	The	book	will	be	available	from

early	October,	and	is	open	for	pre-orders.	

The	Routledge	description	of	the	book,	from	their	site,	is	as	follows:

Exploring	the	intricate	dynamics	surrounding	rape	complainants	within	the	South	African

criminal	justice	system,	this	book	proposes	reforms	in	the	approach	to	participation	of

victims	with	the	aim	of	mitigating	the	structural	barriers	imposed	by	the	adversarial

process.	Broadening	the	concept	of	participation,	the	book	takes	a	comprehensive	view	of

meaningful	participation	at	every	stage	of	the	legal	process	and	argues	that	participation

can	further	justice	for	rape	victims.	In	doing	so,	it	highlights	that	justice	as	an	outcome	of

the	criminal	process	should	not	solely	be	focused	on	convicting	perpetrators,	but	about

restoring	the	dignity	of	and	empowering	victims.	Through	the	practical	proposals	included

in	the	book	to	integrate	complainants	into	the	criminal	process,	readers	will	gain	an

understanding	of	what	is	possible	even	within	the	structures	of	the	adversarial	system,

and	activists	both	within	and	outside	the	system	will	be	better	equipped	to	advocate	for

systemic	change.	The	Structural	Exclusion	of	Rape	Complainants	in	South	Africa’s	Criminal

Justice	System	will	be	of	value	to	students	and	scholars	of	socio-legal	studies,	criminal

law,	and	criminology,	particularly	those	focused	on	sexual	offences,	victimology,	and	the

criminal	justice	system.	It	will	also	be	of	interest	to	those	working	with	victims,	such	as

NGOs	providing	legal	representation,	victim	support	and	therapeutic	counselling.

sustainable	development	in	Africa.

It	analyses	both	the	legal	frameworks	and	real-world	practices,	arguing	that	while	GIs

hold	potential	for	enhancing	value,	preserving	cultural	heritage,	and	boosting	rural

livelihoods,	their	success	depends	heavily	on	ensuring	substantive	protections,

inclusive	governance,	and	robust	implementation,	not	just	formal	recognition.	The

paper	is	available	open	access	here.

Dr	Torerai,	joining	virtually,	examined

the	rise	of	AI-driven	fintech	in	South	Africa,	highlighting	both	its	potential	for	financial

inclusion	and	the	risks	it	poses	to	regulatory	stability.

Development	Advisory	Council.	The	meeting	was	part	of	the	larger	17th	Meeting	of	the

AfCFTA	Council	of	Ministers.

Sharing	expertise	for	a	matter	at	the	Consitutional	Court

A/Prof	Jameelah	Omar	attended	the	Constitutional	Court	hearing	as	expert	for	the

Centre	for	Applied	Legal	Studies	(CALS)	in	the	matter	of	CALS	v	Embrace	NPO.	These

were	confirmation	proceedings,	following	from	the	initial	application	where	the	High

Court	declared	several	sections	of	SORMA	(the	Criminal	Law	(Sexual	Offences	and

Related	Matters)	Amendment	Act	32	of	2007)	unconstitutional.	The	CALS	application

and	Prof	Omar's	expert	testimony	focused	on	the	continued	inclusion	of	"consent"	as	a

definitional	element	of	Rape	and	other	sexual	offences.

Em	Professor	Rashida	Manjoo	has	been	appointed	to	the	People’s	Tribunal	for	Women

of	Afghanistan,	convened	under	the	auspices	of	the	Permanent	Peoples’	Tribunal

(PPT).	This	distinguished	panel	of	judges	will	preside	over	the	Tribunal's	hearings	in

Madrid	from	October	8–10,	2025.	The	Tribunal	will	hear	the	prosecutors’	statement,

together	with	testimonies	from	Afghan	women	survivors	and	expert	evidence,	to

examine	the	Taliban’s	system	of	gender	persecution	and	assess	it	under	international

law.

	

The	panel	brings	together	eminent	jurists,	academics,	and	advocates	from	across	the

world.	Among	them	are	constitutional	lawyers,	international	law	professors,	human

rights	experts,	Islamic	scholars	and	journalists	who	have	dedicated	their	careers	to

advancing	gender	justice,	defending	human	rights,	and	giving	voice	to	those	silenced

by	conflict	and	repression.	Their	combined	expertise	covers	transitional	justice,

international	criminal	law,	minority	rights,	freedom	of	the	press,	and	women’s	rights	at

national	and	global	levels.

Since	UCT	Law	Clinic	is	now	more	than	50	years	old,

contributions	such	as	this	are	a	great	way	to	share	the	decades	of	accumulated

experience	with	other	Law	Schools	on	the	continent	-	some	of	the	how-to's,	insights,

practices,	challenges,	cautionary	tales,	and	incredible	impact	in	terms	of	ensuring

access	to	justice.	Michelle	Le	Roux,	University	of	Cape	Town	(South	Africa)	showcased

UCT’s	legal	aid	clinic	model,	inspiring	elements	of	UDSM’s	own	approach.	This

foundation	underscores	the	value	of	exchange	between	law	schools	on	the	African

continent,	where	collaboration	accelerates	innovation	and	strengthens	the	role	of

clinics	in	advancing	justice.	The	University	of	Cape	Town	(UCT)	has	since	played	a	key

role	in	supporting	the	set-up	of	the	clinic	and	contributing	to	strategy	development,

demonstrating	how	cross-border	collaboration	can	generate	practical	impact	(text

partly	from	GIZ	Tanzania	and	EAC)

Information-sharing

Dr	Mathiba,	Senior	Lecturer	in	Private	Law,	spoke	to	Newzroom	Afrika	about	the

legalities	of	exproriation	without	compensation	on	a	particular	matter.	In	2019,	the

City	of	Ekurhuleni	expropriated	a	33-hectare	Driefontein	farm	in	Boksburg	and	offered

the	landowner	R0	compensation.	The	private	valuation	of	this	property	is	at	R30-64

million.	Of	course,	there	are	mixed	reactions	to	this	case.	While	the	city	argues,	among

others,	that	there	has	never	been	any	market	transaction,	active	use	and	occupation

on	this	land	for	over	100	years;	the	landowner	argues	that	they	were	actually	in	the

process	of	obtaining	township	rights	on	the	plot	to	develop	it.	On	this	matter,	Dr

Mathiba	shared	his	insights	into	the	merits	and	demerits	of	this	much-anticipated	case

which	is	expected	to	go	on	trial	before	the	Johannesburg	High	Court	in	February	2026.

LLM	Air	Law	candidate	and	practising	Advocate	Anne-Lizé		Lourens	(supervised	by

Dist	Prof	Ph-J	Salazar)	made		headlines	in	aviation	media,	following	her	appearance

in	the	Gauteng		Division	of	the	High	Court	in	September.	Together	with	two	other

advocates,	she	defended	the	case	brought	by	a	formidable	consortium	of	the	five

major	aviation	representative	bodies	against	the	South	African	Civil	Aviation	Authority.

The	High	Court	in	Pretoria	was	asked	to	set	aside	a	“wasteful	and	unsafe”	12-year

engine	overhaul	rule	recently	imposed	by	SACAA.	Lourens	and	her	partners	argued

that	the	current	provisions	have	been	proven	to	work	internationally	with	reasonably

acceptable	low	risk	and	in	South	Africa	for	the	past	19	years.	Some	1372	aircraft	are

being	threatened	as	a	result	–	with	a	cascading	effect	on	aviation	industries,

suppliers,	and	flight	training	organisations.	Supporters	of	the	case	brought	against

SACAA	hailed	Adv	Lourens’	pugnacity	as	“better	than	(fictional	lawyer)	Ally
