THE	ALMA	MATER	STATUE

The	Alma	Mater	statue,	the	tall	sculpture	in	front	of	the	Kramer	Law	Building	created

by	artist	Bruce	Arnott,	has	recently	been	highlighted	as	part	of	the	Michaelis	100-

year	Exhibition.	Alma	Mater,	completed	in	1996,	is	of	a	figure	atop	a	supporting

column.	Referred	to	as	a	caryatid	and	often	associated	with	classical	Greek	figurines,

this	is	not	exclusively	a	western	figure,	since	it	is	known	from	China,	ancient	Persia,

West	Africa	and	the	Congo,	particularly	in	the	art	of	the	Luba	people.	This	caryatid

symbolically	combines	the	twin	roles	of	authority	and	responsibility.	The	phrase,	Alma

Mater	(Latin:	‘nurturing	mother’),	is	often	used	to	denote	a	school	or	university,	and	in

this	sculpture	we	see	the	emblems	of	learning	being	generously	offered	by	the

stylistically	evolved	caryatid	figure.	The	chameleons	represent	historical	process	and

transformation.

Abstract

Samuel	Beckett's	Molloy	is	a	resolutely	postcolonial	novel.	In	the	first	half	of	the	novel

Beckett	evokes	the	arid	landscape	of	postcolonial	Ireland.	Molloy	himself	is	a	typical

postcolonial	Irish	subject,	constantly	at	odds	with	the	law.	His	only	defence	is	his

inability	to	follow	the	law.	In	Beckett’s	Molloy	the	eponymous	character	is	incapable	of

forming	a	response	to	the	forces	of	law	who	ask	him	to	provide	an	account	of	himself

and,	in	so	doing,	to	define	himself.	His	co-character	Moran	is	more	amenable	to	doing

what	the	law	wants	of	him.	It	appears	that	Moran	is	Molloy	in	an	earlier	period	of	his

life,	an	ordered	bourgeois	who	then	becomes	the	vagrant	Molloy	ending	up	in	a	ditch.

The	law	wants	to	make	of	Molloy	an	“avowing	subject”.	However,	Molloy	does	not	co-

operate	or	cannot	co-operate.	He	was	always	saying	less	than	what	was	expected,

always	saying	something	other	than	what	would	allow	the	machine	to	function

properly.	He	is	inoperative	in	Agamben,	Nancy	and	Blanchot’s	term.	He	is	pure	excess

and	workless	and	opposes	this	to	the	ordering	biopolitical	demand	to	name	and	form

him.	Like	most	of	Beckett’s	characters	Molloy	is	errant.	He	escapes	the	letter	of	the

law.	This	destituent	nature	of	Molloy	and	the	later	Moran	points	to	a	refusal	to	do	the

work	allocated	to	them.	This	leads	to	a	situation	in	which	Beckett’s	characters	are

living	in	the	unconscious	and	the	underside	of	the	law	and	in	the	process	resisting

postcolonial	Irish	law.

The	Persistence	of	Property	Grabbing	in

the	South	African	Customary	Law	of

Succession	

This	article	critically	examines	the

persistence	of	property	grabbing	under

South	Africa’s	customary	law	of

succession,	despite	landmark	legal

reforms	such	as	the	judgment	in	Bhe	v

Magistrate,	Khayelitsha;	Shibi	v	Sithole

2005	(1)	SA	580	(	CC	)	and	the	Reform	of

Customary	Law	of	Succession	and

Regulation	of	Related	Matters	Act	11	of

2009.	Drawing	on	desktop	research	and

empirical	findings,	the	article	explores	key

risk	factors,	including	gender,	the	nature

of	the	estate,	the	type	of	marriage,	and

the	urban-rural	divide,	that	exacerbate

the	vulnerability	to	property	grabbing.

The	analysis	reveals	that	legislative

reforms	alone	are	insufficient	to	secure

inheritance	rights,	and	calls	for	a	holistic

approach	that	includes	strengthening

matrimonial	property	rights,	promoting

legal	literacy,	community	education,	and

enhancing	oversight	of	estate

administration.	The	findings	underscore

the	limitations	of	current	reforms	in

addressing	systemic	inequities	and	offer

critical	insights	into	the	socio-legal

challenges	of	balancing	statutory	and

customary	practices.

	

An	examination	of	the	recognition	of

communities	and	partnership	agreements

under	South	Africa's	Traditional	and	Khoi-

San	Leadership	Act

	

In	2021	the	South	African	legislature

enacted	into	force	the	contentious

Traditional	and	Khoi-San	Leadership	Act	3

of	2019	under	the	guise	of	recognising

leaders	of	the	Khoi	San,	who	generally

are	regarded	as	the	‘first	people’	in	South

Africa.	This	article	provides	a	critical

analysis	of	key	provisions	in	the	Act:	the

recognition	of	traditional	communities	and

the	power	of	traditional	councils	to

conclude	partnership	agreements.	It

reveals	that	the	Act	differentiates

between	the	Khoi-San	and	other	South

African	indigenous	groups	in	the

recognition	of	traditional	communities.

Khoi-San	councils	exercise	jurisdiction

over	individuals	who	voluntarily	affiliate	to

the	Khoi-San	community,	while	in	other

communities	traditional	councils	are

conferred	jurisdiction	over	land	and	the

people	that	live	thereon.	Furthermore,

the	Act	does	not	address	existing

concerns	regarding	the	concentration	of

powers	in	traditional	councils,	but	rather

bolsters	the	powers	of	traditional	councils

to	conclude	agreements	on	behalf	of

communities.	The	article	argues	that

voluntary	affiliation	should	be	centred	as

a	requirement	for	the	formation	of	all

communities	and	that	the	power	to

conclude	partnership	agreements	must

be	reconsidered.

The	Relationship	between	Legal-Political	Context	and

Natural-Resource	Wealth	Distribution	in	South	Africa

Dr	Anthea-Lee	September-van	Huffel	has

recently	had	published	in	Fundamina,	a

volume	of	legal	history	31	(1)	2025	an

article	titled	The	Relationship	between

Legal-Political	Context	and	Natural-Resource

Wealth	Distribution	in	South	Africa.	This

contribution	discusses	the	dynamic

relationship	between	legal-political

context	and	the	distribution	of	economic

wealth	derived	from	natural	resources.	By

reflecting	on	South	Africa’s	critical	legal

history	in	natural-wealth	distribution,	it

illustrates	that	law,	seemingly	neutral	and

devoid	of	politics,	is	in	fact	political	and

capable	of	unjust	outcomes.	The	aim	of

this	contribution	is	to	highlight	the	effects

of	the	colonial	and	apartheid	legacies	of

inequitable	distribution	of	natural-

resource	wealth	and	its	ongoing

ideological	influence	on	the	post-

apartheid	legal-political	context	and	its

distributive	policies.

The	historical	use	of	law	as	a	political	tool	to	control	the	distribution	of	natural-

resource	wealth,	specifically	minerals	and	water	is	discussed	to	illustrate	this	dynamic

relationship.

Sarah	Christie	|	23	July	1946	-	5	October	2025	

A	tribute	by	Emeritus	Professor	Evance	Kalula

Sarah	Christie,	a	former	member	of	the	Faculty	of	Law	as	part	of	the	former	Labour

Law	Unit,	sadly	passed	away	on	5	October	2025	at	the	age	of	79.	The	shock	of	her

loss	continues	to	consume	her	family	and	friends	deeply.	I	should	start	with	a

disclaimer,	what	follows	is	not	an	obituary.	Vanja	Karth	and	Hugh	Corder,	mutual

friends	of	Sarah,	kindly	encouraged	me	to	write	a	short	tribute.	This	is	therefore	a	brief

reflection	of	the	Sarah	Christie	I	was	privileged	to	know,	work	with	and	came	to	love

as	a	dear	friend.	It	is	a	living	memory,	a	testament	not	based	on	any	documentary

recollection,	but	an	honest	and	sincere	testimony,	nevertheless.	As	such,	some	of	the

recollections	might	inadvertently	be	incorrect,	kindly	bear	with	me	for	such	errors,	it	is

intended	to	be	a	celebration	of	a	remarkable	life.	Sarah,	,	was	a	special	person	like	no

other.
